AN ACT to anend chapter 592 of the |laws of 1998, constituting the Hudson
river park act, in relation to the granting of a permanent vested
easenent for the Hudson river rail tunne

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph (b) of section 3 of chapter 592 of the | aws of
1998, constituting the Hudson river park act, as amended by chapter 517
of the laws of 2013, is anended to read as foll ows:

(b) "Conpatible governmental use" neans a use within the park that is
conpatible with park use in accordance with the purposes of this act,
such as necessary and appropriate sewage, utility, and ventilation
connections, and private utilities, AND RAIL TUNNELS, including the
CONSTRUCTI ON, repair, maintenance, operation, and replacenent thereof;
public safety facilities necessary for the maintenance and operation of
the park; the marine conpany one fire boat station on pier 53; and the
city of New York departnent of sanitation water-dependent marine trans-
fer station on pier 99.

8§ 2. Paragraph (c) of subdivision 3 of section 7 of chapter 592 of the
| aws of 1998, constituting the Hudson river park act, is anmended to read
as foll ows:

(c) No part of the real property in the park may be alienated, sold or
ot herwi se disposed of (except for any |ease, |icense or other encum
brance consistent with this act) other than by act of the |egislature,
EXCEPT THAT A PERMANENT VESTED EASEMENT MAY BE GRANTED FOR THE HUDSON
RI VER RAI L TUNNEL BETWEEN NEW YORK AND NEW JERSEY CROSSI NG UNDER THE
SURFACE OF THE PARK BETWEEN WEST 27TH AND WEST 30TH STREETS ( THE " HUDSON
RIVER RAIL TUNNEL") SUBJECT TO APPROVAL OF THE TRUST, CONSI STENT W TH

| ease, concession agreenent, |icense or other agreenent by the trust for
a period in excess of ten years shall constitute a proposed significant
action subject to the requirenents of subdivision six of this section.

The trust shall pronmulgate rules and regulations governing |eases,
concessi on agreenents, |icenses or other agreenments. Such rules and
regul ations shall require the trust to issue a bid prospectus for any
| eases, concession agreenents, |icenses and ot her agreenents whi ch woul d

provide for a total capital investnment in the park of no less than one
mllion dollars over the proposed termof the agreenent, EXCEPT THAT THE
TRUST SHALL NOT BE REQUI RED TO | SSUE A Bl D PROSPECTUS FOR A COWPATI BLE
GOVERNMENTAL USE. The bid prospectus submitted to prospective bidders

shall contain specific information concerning the nature of the capital
i mprovenents or equi prent to be provided by the successful bidder and
shall be provided to comunity boards one, two and four within the

bor ough of Manhatt an.

8 4. This act shall take effect inmmedi ately. Effective inmediately the
addi ti on, amendnment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary
for the inplenmentation of this act on its effective date are authorized
to be made on or before such date.
